Volunteer Programmes

You will also need to bring proof that you are an established volunteer working for two days a week in a formal setting.  Ideally a letter from your placement centre will be the best way of doing this.
Employer Programmes

For those of you that are in paid work we are attempting to run programmes at all levels but you must be employed and that your employer must pay the fee.  You will need to bring proof of your employers intention of paying for your course and that you are formally employed by them.  
Employer Contribution (Fee) 
· Level 2 Course is £605.00 per candidate 
· Level 3 Course is £910.00 per candidate.

We need a minimum of 10 learners per class for this provision.
